BACKGROUND:

The following tables identify major capital projects that are approved for funding and can proceed to
procurement.

On March 13, 2025, the Province introduced legislation that identifies country of origin requirements for all
procurements. What this means is U.S. bidders must be excluded, except in certain circumstances, for all
future procurements. The Ministry will have further conversations with school districts as the tariff situation
evolves and commit to working closely with you to navigate this challenging situation.
